Nature of Proceedings: PETITION FOR WRIT OF ORDINARY AND
ADMINISTRATIVE MANDATE
RULING ON SUBMITTED MATTER

Petitioners in this action are parents with adopted children who receive benefits
under the Adoptions Assistance Program ("AAP benefits") pursuant to the Aid for
Adoption of Children Act. (Cal. Welf. & Instit. Code §§ 16115 et seq.) The purpose of
the Act is to "benefit children residing in foster homes by providing the stability and
security of permanent homes, . . . [by providing] payments to adoptiveparents to enable
them to meet the needs of [such] children." (Welf. & Instit. Code § 16115.5.) Petitioner
childrenhave high-level mental health needs and require significant mental health
services and supervision. (Administrative Record ("AR") for William Clark at 15, 180-
85; Samantha Clark at 18, 138-42;Katherine Coleman at 16-17, 114-18; Jamie Coleman
at 16-17, 156-62; Derek Nunn at 18,158-63; Joseph Nunn at 17, 157-63; Damian Freixas
at 16, 118-21;Dominick Freixas at 16,119-21; Cora Freixas at 15, 145-48.) Before their
adoption, the Petitioner children were exposed to abusive and neglectful environments,
including exposure to alcohol and drugs in utero, torture, bums, and sexual abuse. (Id.)
They have been diagnosed with a variety of medical conditions including bipolar
disorder,post-traumatic stress disorder, eating disorders, self-mutilation, impulse control
disorders, and attention defecit hyperactivity disorder. (!d.)
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
